Peter Cábocky was born in 1976 in Kosice, Slovakia. After studying Mechanical Engineering he moved to Ireland. In 2008 he graduated from the Dun Laoghaire Institute of Art Design and Technology with a First Class degree in Visual Arts Practice. His work seeks ways to investigate polarities, borderlines and overlaps.  Questioning the thin line between the nature of painting and installation, the work facilitates a place in which abstract and representational collide, conform, question and unite. Cábocky’s most recent exhibition was the Claremorris Open curated by Tom Morton, and LAUNCH (2009) in The LAB, curated by Jasper Sharp. Cábocky was awarded the Aileen Mac Keown award in November 2008 and occupied a project studio in Temple Bar Gallery and Studios between September 2008 and January 2009. 
Nuala Clarke was born in Dublin in 1970. She graduated with a BA in Fine Art, NCAD in 1993. Clarke is represented by the Boltax Gallery in New York. Her work is included in various collections such as Office of Public Works, NYU Law School, Department of Fish and Forestry, Dublin and Enterprise Ireland. She has recently shown in solo shows Whats the Matter  in Enniskillen, Breakup Paintings, Boltax Gallery,New York, Two Reasons for One Sound, Thomas Werner Gallery, New York. Clarke received The Ballinglen Arts Foundation Residency, Ballycastle, Co. Mayo in September 2007, July 2008 and September 2009.

Jason Dunne is a recent graduate from NCAD. He lives and works in Dublin.
Dunne explores digital photography’s potential to transcend as a medium. He incorporates found photos, elements of drawing and painting, sculpture and performance as well as the theatrical or cinematic into the process of production. Recent exhibitions include RDS, Travelling Exhibition, Backloft Gallery in 2009 and Broadstone  Gallery in 2008. His work is included in collections in Office of Public Works, Clonkeen College and Department of Justice, Law and Equality Reform.

Nicolas Feldmeyer was born in 1980 in Switzerland. He studied in the San Francisco Art Institute, USA where he completed his MFA in 2007. Feldmeyer’s work revolves around the thought process and its visable traces, he is interested in communicating with the viewer through the most compact means possible, this manifests itself through the arrangement of lines, volumes and tones. This exhibition in the Sebastian Guinness Gallery marks the artist’s first in Ireland and was brought about through the ongoing collaboration with curators William West and Theresa Liang of INTRODUCING. Feldmeyer lives and works in London. 
Daragh Hughes is an Irish artist based in Dublin who graduated in 2006 from the Dublin Institute of Technology. On his work Hughes states “we would do well to remember at this historical juncture that not all art is conceptual. The body is so immense and central to human existence that it is its own poetry. It requires little rhetoric. It needs only to be stated plainly”. Hughes had a solo exhibition in La Cathedral, Dublin in 2007 and was recently in the exhibition Elephant in Room at IMOCA.
Brian Keane  was born in Dublin, 1984. He is a recent graduate in Visual Arts Practice, Institute of Art, Design and Technology in Dun Laoghaire.
This ‘Deep Breathing’ picture came about as part of a series of works he is making with which he is experimenting with the use of implied narratives and broken storylines as a means of generating images which reflected upon the comic badness of the difficulties of certain types of love and the problematic nature of an individual’s attempt to draw emotional or spiritual sustenance from another. Keane has shown in Bombhouse Gallery/Studios, Lemonstreet Gallery, The Back Loft and Pavillion Centre, Dun Laoghaire.

Sam Keogh was born in Dublin in 1985. He has studied at Dun Laoghaire institute for Art, Design and Technology, the National College of Art and Design, Dublin and The Emilly Carr Institute, Vancouver BC. These aesthetic devices amplify the works specific energy whilst  willfully complicating the polemics of the historic moment of Minimalism. Keogh's work has been exhibited widely. Vanessa Donoso López was born in 1978 in Spain. She studied at the School of Arts and Design Llotja, Barcelona, the University of Barcelona, and Winchester College of Art, UK. López creates scenarios with endless imagery and references, where unusual animated constructions of hybrid worlds and separate disciplines coexist. “I collect and create objects, images, scientific experiments, paper sculptures, videos, toys and mechanisms that I use to develop new interpretations of my own life and life around me.” López is currently working a solo 
show in Josworld Project space in Brussels (Belgium) which will be opening in April 2010.

Since graduating in 2004, Donoso López has been active on the national and international art scene. Recent solo shows include “Mysteries of contemporary inspiration and other wanders”, at Stone Gallery, Dublin 2008, showcase artist at the London Art Fair, London 2008, “Establishing a Mission” at the Ashford Gallery, Royal Hibernian Academy, Dublin, “We don’t need nobody else” as an invited artist at the Eigse arts festival in Carlow 2007. Recent group shows include Paper Works  at Pallas Contemporary Space, Dublin 2009, Winter Saloon and The big store, Temple Bar Gallery, Dublin, 2007-08 
David Eager-Maher is an Irish artist based in Dublin who graduated from NCAD in 2009. Maher’s drawings are born out of a rigorous system of assemblage selection and collage. ‘The serious and ridiculous become entangled by weaving a complex web of Colonialism, Costume, the Dandy, Literature and the historical weight of painting practice’. Meadhbh O’Connor recently graduated from Dún Laoghaire Institute of Art, Design and Technology with a First Class Honours degree in Visual Arts Practice. She has exhibited throughout Ireland since commencing her studies, including in Rua Red and Island Arts Centre. She has twice been selected for the R.D.S.
